2004, at Nagpur Veterinary College, Nagpur. The aims and objectives of the unit are to impart 

equestrian training and to develop the unity, discipline, team spirit and basic leadership among 

the students.  

 The office of the unit is established in the college campus in previously named 

Principalôs bungalow. The horse riding school was opened on 31 Mar 2006 by then Vice 

Chancellor Dr. A. T. Sherikar. The school is located in lush green area in a clean and pollution 

free environment. Presently there are eleven horses for the training of the cadets. The unit has 

taken the shape under the then Commanding Officer, Lt. Col. Ajit Handa, Lt. S.W. Kolte and Lt. 

N.C. Nandeshwar. Subsequently, Lt. Col. P.V. Joshi and Lt. Col. B. P. Dubey have taken the 

painstaking efforts to bring up the unit on National Level by giving equestrian trainings to the 

cadets.
